II. This is an individual study course. The Music and Dance Faculty will secure the same study terms for foreign students as for Czech students. The Academy of Performing Arts is not responsible for study results. During their stay in the Czech Republic, foreign students are liable to Czech laws and other legal regulations as well as the study regulations valid at the Faculty.

It is the right of the Dean of the Music and Dance Faculty to end student's study without any further claim for financial compensation if the study results are unsatisfactory according to the current marking regulations.

III. After finishing the program, the professor of the major study field prepares an evaluation for a certificate.

IV. Method of Payment:

A foreign student asserts the payment of  71 400  CZK per 1 semester.

In order to secure a place in the program, the payments must be paid in due form and time. The contract will be cancelled if the payments are not paid in due form and time. The payment receipt must be submitted for verification at the students' Studies Department.

V. Please note:   

The study field classes of VIOLONCELLO  will be given by prof.Daniel Veis twice a week (2 x 45 minute lessons). The price  includes  the  attendance  at seminars  and also  training max. 2 hrs. daily.   There is no compensation for unattended classes and this affair can have an unfavourable influence on a student's final evaluation.

VI. The Music and Dance Faculty of AMU would like to inform all admitted foreign students that it is not the Faculty's obligation to secure accommodation, food, scholarship or other financial allowances for them.

Medical and social security are administered by legal regulations for foreigners staying for a long-term in the Czech Republic. 

VII. After finishing a short-term study program, students from the program will be given a graduate certificate from the Music and Dance Faculty of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague.

VIII. Final note: 

This contract is valid for the period from September 29,2009 to February 14, 2010. 

Cancellation terms - if the contract is cancelled for students' recurred absence during classes, the tuition fee is not refundable. If the Music and Dance Faculty does not fulfil its obligations, it is the students' responsibility to inform the Dean of the Faculty in a written form to improve the existing situation or in case of extreme need, to request a full refund of the tuition fee.
